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Living under the care of a Local If at any point from the age of 14 to the first day of the
Authority or foster parent(s) first academic year of your course you:

 have not been under the legal care of your parents for a
combined total of at least 13 weeks; or

» were under a special guardianship order, in the custody
or legal care of, or have been given accommodation by
a Local Authority for at least 13 weeks.

If you returned to the legal care of your parents between
the ages of 14 and 16 (before the start of your course),
you may still be considered a care leaver.

A letter from your Local Authority confirming your current
address and whether you are, or have been, in care.

This letter must be on headed paper. It needs to be
signed and dated by an authorised official from your
Local Authority, with an official stamp.
